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Youth Leadership Program 2020

How to Apply
 
The Youth Leadership program is an extremely valuable experience for young people. Zoos Victoria has developed a flagship program to build leadership skills, capability and networks to take action for wildlife. 

Zoos Victoria is selecting 30 students to join the Youth Leadership program in 2020. 

Participants leave Youth Leadership with a greater perspective and deeper understanding of their capabilities as leaders and an enriched sense of belonging and purpose in the world around them.

Prerequisite/Eligibility:
· Only TWO student applications will be accepted per school.
· Students must be in Years 9, 10 or 11 in the 2020 school year.
· Students can be currently enrolled in a Victorian Secondary School (State, Catholic or Independent) or part of a home school program.
· Applications submitted by students must have a teacher endorsement.
· The endorsing teacher will be required to provide support to the student for the duration of the program and attend the following days:
· Module 3 – Design Thinking Hack on Thurs 19th June 2020
· Graduation on Thurs 8th October 2020

Other Important Information:
· The program consists of 3 days during the school term and 9 days during school holidays. 
· It is estimated that participants will spend a minimum of 15 hours working on their impact projects during Term 3.   
· The graduation will be held on an evening during the school term. 
· It is expected that students will be able to attend all of these days.
· Students must provide their own appropriate clothing and footwear suitable for all weather conditions.
· Students must organise their own transportation to and from Melbourne Zoo. For those living in rural areas, accommodation costs should be taken into consideration.
